Geographic focus: Northeastern Bulgaria, western Black Sea coast (Varna and
Durankulak as core reference contexts).

Related labels in literature (multi label context): “Varna culture”, sometimes “Varna
civilization”, and sometimes framed as a Pontic or Dobroudja variant within the wider
Kodzadermen Gumelnita Karanovo VI cultural sphere.

Taxonomic note (why contested): Scholarship explicitly debates whether Varna should be
treated as a separate culture or as a regional variant of the broader Kodzadermen
Gumelnita Karanovo VI complex, with arguments often hinging on the exceptional
mortuary record and what it implies.

Settlement 2 Settlement evidence exists, but it is not the primary diagnostic
signal used to define Varna relative to the wider Late Copper Age
sphere.

Built environment 2 Built features are not consistently used as a defining discriminator
for Varna in the main syntheses compared with mortuary and
materials.

Mortuary 5 Mortuary evidence is the defining diagnostic package (cemeteries,
burial inventories, and mortuary variability).

Ceramics 3 Pottery is well represented and consistent, but distinctiveness is
moderated by shared traditions within the wider complex.

Tools and 3 Toolkits support characterization, but do not separate Varna as

technology strongly as mortuary and metal assemblages.

Metallurgy and 5 Exceptional copper and gold assemblages are central to

materials identification and interpretation.

Exchange and 4 Connectivity signals are repeatedly used to explain wealth and

connectivity interaction, though distinctiveness depends on the comparative
baseline chosen.

Subsistence 3 Substantial evidence exists (including scientific studies), but
subsistence is not the most diagnostic axis for defining Varna as a
unit.

Social 5 Inequality is highly visible and repeatedly inferred from burial

differentiation wealth patterns and associated status signals.

Taxonomic stability 3 Widely used label, but stability is reduced by active debate over

culture versus regional variant status.
